Location:
North and South Courses

Dates:
First weekend after annual General Meeting. 

Categories:
Three Mens’ categories, two Ladies’ categories and one Junior.

Play Format:
This  tournament  will  be  played over  36 holes  as Handicap Stroke Play  on two 
consecutive days. 18 holes will be played each day. On the first day by categories 
and ascending handicap order and on the second day in reverse category order and 
net score obtained the previous day. 

Prizes:
Scratch  winner  for  each category  and three  prizes  for  the  top three  net  score 
winners.

Gifts  will  also  be raffled among all  the  players  who finished the second round, 
including an annual green fee. 

Pitch & Putt Tournament

The Committee may decide that the week before a Pitch & Putt tournament will be 
played as it happens in the Augusta Masters Tournament. The name of the winner 
will display also on the honour roll. The rules for that tournament will be as follows

Location:
R.C.G. Guadalmina’s Par 3 Course

Dates:
The previous week to the North & South competition

Participants:
All amateur members of the Club over 18 years old who hold a valid license issued 
by  the  Real  Federacion  de  Golf  Española  de  Golf  are  eligible  to  play  in  this 
competition. 

The maximum number of participants is 36 ladies plus 36 gentlemen. In the event 
that  the number  of  registered players  exceeds this  limit,  only  those with lower 
exact EGA handicap will play. In the event that there two or more  players with the 
same exact handicap (included or excluded), selection will be made by lottery. 

Categories:
One for ladies and one for men

Play Format:
The competition will be played over 18 holes stroke play, medal, scratch

Competition Rules:
The competition will  be  played according to  the Rules of  Golf  approved by the 
R.F.E.G and currently in effect, as well as the permanent rules established by the 



Real  Federacion  Andaluza  de  Golf  and  the  Local  Club  Rules  dictated  by  the 
Competition Committee.

Tee box:
Green

Registration:
Registration will open not less that 30 days prior to the  day of the competition at 
the  R.C.G.  Guadalmina  Club  House.  Players  can  also  register  by  internet. 
Registration will close at 6:00pm 2 days before the start of the competition.

Registration Fee:
There will be no registration fee for Club members participating in this competition. 

Tee Times & Starting Order:
Tee times will be determined by ascending handicap order (lowest handicap first).   

Pace of Play:
Rule No. 6-7, Note # 2. More information can be found in the Annex related to pace 
of play in the R.C.G. Guadalmina Competition booklet. 

Tie Breakers:
Ties will be resolved according to the tie-break system described in the Competition 
Rules for R.C.G. Guadalmina.

Golf Carts:
The use of golf carts is NOT allowed in this competition. 

Prizes:
Trophies for winners on each category.  

Competition Committee:
Will be made up of three people appointed by the Club’s Competition Committee.
